simple beauty found in nature. What | strive to evoke in my pieces
IS a sense of tranquility that a quiet walk in the woods can bring.

| get a great deal of excitement watching a piece take shape
from my hands. | never know what I'm going to find once I get be-
low the bark of a log. Sometimes there is buried treasure! It is such
a thrill when | find unexpected swirls, burls, patterns and colors. |
love finding wood that others have discarded and breathing new
life into it. | feel I've accomplished this when someone can't resist
picking up a piece of my work and caressing it.
