Also I had a companion
nursery growing operation for trees
and shrubs in East Texas at the
same time.

I enjoy woodworking and woodturning. I own a sawmill and chainsaw mill
used to cut specialty lumber sizes, slabs and beams.

I spend a lot of the time in the woods gathering trees for the saw mill and
logs to turn into turning blanks.

This 1s a very in depth look into 47 local Texas woods we use for turn—
ing. With an emphasize on the wood choices you have and the way you
make your selection of wood for your next bowl, vase or other turned ob—
ject.
