After many years in the computer 

and software industry, Craig 

Timmerman has been a full-time art-

ist and production wood turner since 

2008.  In addition to demonstrating 

and teaching at many AAW chapters, 

he has demonstrated at AAW Sympo-

siums, numerous SWAT symposiums, 

the Utah Symposium, the North Da-

kota Symposium, and the Rocky 

Mountain Symposium. 

 

He picked up woodturning twenty 

years ago when he took a weekend class at a local store.  After 

that weekend the wood working equipment in his shop ceased to 

be used for anything except woodturning.  His spe-

cialties include non-round turnings, hollow forms, 

spheres, lamps, and production gift items.  Many of 

his pieces combine multiple turnings and bent lami-

nations.
