Natural Edge End Grain Bowl Turning 
By Tod Raines 

In this bowl turning demonstration, I’ll discuss a couple of jigs for processing logs at 
the bandsaw. Then I’ll demonstrate a couple of different methods of holding blanks 
on the lathe for traditional, natural edge and end grain bowls. I will also demon-
strate different tools used to make essential cuts in the wood. I will demonstrate 
the turning of a natural edge end grain bowl using a hook tool and teardrop scraper 
for hollowing. 

 

This kind of natural edge bowl really highlights the bark. The bowl above is about 
5.5” tall and 5.5” wide. The walls are thick at about ½” and it is Maple. This might 
seem like a clunky form but with this shape and size I feel like it is highlighting the 
bark with the lichen and when you pick it up and notice the heft, the relation to the 
log is felt.    Happy turning
