There are two things I don’t liked about how people usually turn 

spoons.  One is that there is no choice in the shape of the hollow 

part of the spoon, it is always round.  The second is that the hol-

lowing process requires mounting the spoon so that the handle 

dangerously spins around like a propeller.  I intend to show an al-

ternate way to make spoons that allows the turner more flexibility 

in shaping the spoon and eliminates the need for a spinning pro-

peller.  I will also talk about how to make jigs required for the pro-

cess.
